WARRANT FOR SPECIAL TOWN MEETING
To Judith Robertson, a resident of the Town of Solon in the County of Somerset:

In the name of the State of Maine, you are hereby required by law to notify and warn the inhabitants of the Town of Solon, qualified to vote in town affairs, to assemble at the Solon Elementary School on the 19th day of January AD 2012 at seven o'clock in the evening, then and there, in accordance with the Revised Statues of the State of Maine 1964, Title 30, Paragraph 2051 and seq. or as amended, to elect a moderator, and to transact all other business as enumerated in this Warrant.

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. and adjourned at 7:20 p.m.  93 registered voters in attendance.
Article 1:  To choose a Moderator to preside at said meeting.  

Andrew Davis nominated Philip Roy and Leif Bull seconded.  Philip Roy elected moderator.

Article 2:  To see if the Town will authorize the Selectmen to create a Legal Fees Reserve Account and to place $8,000 from taxation into this account.  This account is to be used to pay legal fees and any other costs incurred by the town relating to the stone wall in the right of way on the Olson property on the Brighton Road. 

Selectmen and Budget Committee recommend Yes.

Andrew Davis motioned to accept the article as recommended.  Michael Golden seconded.  Motion passed by a large majority.
Article 3:  If Article 2 fails, to see what the Town wants to do about the Brighton Road Olson stone wall right of way issue.

Andrew Davis motioned to take no action on the article.  Michael Golden seconded.  Motion passed by a large majority.
The Selectmen and Budget Committee recommend the following:

1. The town agrees to offer to the Olsons an agreement to revise the right of way in the completed stone wall area only as so designated on the Survey done by Garbacik Surveyors, Inc. on April 20, 2011 to be at the roadside edge of the completed stone wall on the westerly side of the Brighton Road.

2. This agreement will stipulate that the Olsons are to agree in writing to the right of way change, to postpone their court case until after the 2012 Annual Town Meeting and to agree to withdraw their court case on all related matters upon a successful vote for the revision of the right of way at the 2012 Annual Town Meeting.

3. This agreement will also stipulate that the Olsons will pay all legal costs and associated fees related to revising the right of way limit in this area up to $500.

4. This agreement will stipulate that by February 8, 2012 the Olsons are to return the signed agreement and to pay $500 to the Town with these funds to be placed in a reserve account to pay for the above mentioned fees with any balance to be refunded to the Olsons upon completion of the right of way revision.

5. If the Olsons return the signed agreement and pay the $500 by February 8, 2012 the Selectmen will present an article at the 2012 Annual Town Meeting to revise the right of way as stipulated in Section 1 of this Article. 

6. Should the Olsons fail to return the signed agreement and pay the $500 by February 8, 2012, the Selectmen are authorized to create a Legal Fees Reserve Account and to place $8,000 from taxation into this account.  This account is to be used to pay legal fees incurred by the town relating to the removal of the stone wall in the right of way on the Olson property.
Frank Ridley motioned to adjourn.  Andrew Davis seconded.  Motion passed.
